Carver County lost one of its

oldest, most honored and ear-

liest settlers, when William

Glatzel died at the ripe old

age of 94. His demise oc-

curred at the home of his son,

Joseph A. Glatzel, on Monday

January 17, 1916. (Note: For-

The late William Glatzel was a native of Neustadt,
Oberschlessig, Germanymdeied Clara Habel in his
native land on Nov. 25, 1860.
